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Grounds Maintenance Equipment PROC19-0119

Introduction

On the 17th of February 2020 Braintree District Council let a four-year national framework agreement for the supply of Grounds Maintenance Equipment.
Scope of Services
The provision of the following equipment;

· General agricultural/horticultural machinery: including tractors, flails and trailers

· Gang mowers and associated equipment

· Mowers
· Chainsaws, strimmers and associated equipment
· Maintenance and servicing.

Selection Process
This framework agreement was advertised in the Official Journal of the European Union (OJEU), notice reference 2019/S 215-527029 and complies with relevant EU procurement regulations. The companies on this framework were selected following a formal tender and evaluation process.

The framework is for a period of 4 years.

How to Use This Framework Agreement
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To make sure you comply with the framework and European Procurement Legislation, please follow the following steps.

2. There are two options to call of this framework, either by Direct Award or running a mini competition.

Option 1 – Direct Award

If the participant authority can justify best value by directly awarding a contract against this framework, then a call off on this basis can be made. 

Option 2 – Mini Competition 

Alternatively a ‘mini competition’ between all suppliers within the applicable Lot can be used.  Participants/Users of this framework should submit a full specification of their requirements to each Supplier under the relevant Lot, and select the bidder who offers the best value for money solution.

Once the participating authority has evaluated the mini competition, an award notification should be sent to all suppliers and, if applicable, a standstill period followed (Please refer to EU Threshold values to determine whether this is applicable
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Due to the complexities of the services and the wide potential diversity of requirements, this Framework does not include any pre-priced elements.

4. Participants/Users of this Framework should submit a full specification of their requirements to each Supplier on this Framework Agreement, and select the bidder who offers the best value for money solution.

5. Once the participating authority has evaluated the mini competition, an award notification should be sent to all suppliers and, if applicable, a standstill period followed (Please refer to EU Threshold values to determine whether this is applicable).

6. Send the ‘Access Requirement Form’ – Appendix B back to the Essex Procurement Hub via ephframeworks@braintree.gov.uk  
Ethics and Best Practice
The pricing and details provided under this agreement are commercially confidential and should not be divulged to any third party.
